The Roberto Magris & Denis Razz Quartet brings together Italian pianist Roberto
Magris, an internationally acclaimed artist, and Denis Razz, a versatile and highly
regarded Croatian saxophonist.

Their collaboration began when Magris recognized the exceptional talent of Razz,
whose playing moves fluently from bebop to free improvisation. The quartet has
since distinguished itself by blending a wide spectrum of influences, from classic jazz
forms to the avant-garde. Their album In Action, released in the US by JMood
Records (Kansas City), captures this shared musical language and the group’s
commitment to jazz as a living, exploratory art form.

The ensemble draws on the members’ multi-instrumental backgrounds,
incorporating acoustic and electric piano, keyboards, Hammond organ, alto and
soprano saxophone, flute, bass, guitar, oud, drums, and percussion, shaping a
sound that is both expansive and flexible.
